Scripture Reading Introduction   

L     The Scripture lessons for this morning are two accounts of when apostles remained 
where they were as a testament to Jesus having the words of eternal life. 

 

First Reading—Acts 16:22-34 The crowd joined in the attack against Paul and Silas, and 
the magistrates ordered them to be stripped and beaten with rods. 23 After they had been 
severely flogged, they were thrown into prison, and the jailer was commanded to guard them 
carefully. 24 When he received these orders, he put them in the inner cell and fastened their 
feet in the stocks. 
 

25 About midnight Paul and Silas were praying and singing hymns to God, and the other 
prisoners were listening to them. 26 Suddenly there was such a violent earthquake that the 
foundations of the prison were shaken. At once all the prison doors flew open, and 
everyone’s chains came loose. 27 The jailer woke up, and when he saw the prison doors 
open, he drew his sword and was about to kill himself because he thought the prisoners had 
escaped. 28 But Paul shouted, “Don’t harm yourself! We are all here!” 
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29 The jailer called for lights, rushed in and fell trembling before Paul and Silas. 30 He then 
brought them out and asked, “Sirs, what must I do to be saved?” 
 

31 They replied, “Believe in the Lord Jesus, and you will be saved—you and your 
household.” 32 Then they spoke the word of the Lord to him and to all the others in his 
house. 33 At that hour of the night the jailer took them and washed their wounds; then 
immediately he and all his household were baptized. 34 The jailer brought them into his house 
and set a meal before them; he was filled with joy because he had come to believe in God—
he and his whole household. 
 

R This is the Word of the Lord. C Thanks be to God. 
 

Holy Gospel (Please stand) 
L The Holy Gospel according to St. John the sixth chapter, verses 57-68 

C Glory to You, O Lord. 
 

Just as the living Father sent me and I live because of the Father, so the one who feeds on 
me will live because of me. 58 This is the bread that came down from heaven. Your ancestors 
ate manna and died, but whoever feeds on this bread will live forever.” 59 He said this while 
teaching in the synagogue in Capernaum. 
 

60 On hearing it, many of his disciples said, “This is a hard teaching. Who can accept it?” 
 

61 Aware that his disciples were grumbling about this, Jesus said to them, “Does this offend 
you? 62 Then what if you see the Son of Man ascend to where he was before! 63 The Spirit 
gives life; the flesh counts for nothing. The words I have spoken to you—they are full of the 
Spirit and life. 64 Yet there are some of you who do not believe.” For Jesus had known from 
the beginning which of them did not believe and who would betray him. 65 He went on to 
say, “This is why I told you that no one can come to me unless the Father has enabled him.” 
 

66 From this time many of his disciples turned back and no longer followed him. 
 

67 “You do not want to leave too, do you?” Jesus asked the Twelve. 
 

68 Simon Peter answered him, “Lord, to whom shall we go? You have the words of eternal 
life. 69 We have come to believe and to know that you are the Holy One of God.” 
  

L      This is the Gospel of the Lord.     C      Praise to You, O Christ. 

 

The Nicene Creed 

L Let us with one voice confess our faith saying the Creed. 
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C I believe in one God, the Father Almighty, maker of heaven and earth and of all 
things visible and invisible.  

 

And in one Lord Jesus Christ, the only-begotten Son of God, begotten of His 
Father before all worlds, God of God, Light of Light, very God of very God, 
begotten, not made, being of one substance with the Father, by whom all things 
were made; who for us men and for our salvation came down from heaven and 
was incarnate by the Holy Spirit of the virgin Mary and was made man; and was 
crucified also for us under Pontius Pilate. He suffered and was buried. And the 
third day He rose again according to the Scriptures and ascended into heaven 
and sits at the right hand of the Father. And He will come again with glory to 
judge both the living and the dead, whose kingdom will have no end.  

 

And I believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord and giver of life, who proceeds from the 
Father and the Son, who with the Father and the Son together is worshiped and 
glorified, who spoke by the prophets. And I believe in one holy Christian and 
apostolic Church, I acknowledge one Baptism for the remission of sins, and I 

look for the resurrection of the dead and the life T of the world to come. Amen.

• Do I understand that our Lord gave His life, His body and blood, for me on the cross that I might be 
forgiven of my sins and in His resurrection raised me to a new life?  

 

• Do I realize that in the Lord’s Supper He gives me His true body and blood that I might be assured 
of forgiveness and that my faith is strengthened that I might serve my Lord and through Him serve 
others? 

 

If you are a baptized Christian and share these Biblical truths, please join us in the celebration of the 
Sacrament. If you have not yet been baptized or received instruction, please come forward for a blessing, 
crossing your arms over your chest to indicate you are not receiving the elements. 
 

General Distribution:  
 

For the 8:00 a.m. service, those who are able may commune at the altar. 
 

For the 10:30 a.m. service, we invite you to participate in the Lord’s Supper by joining the continuous line 
of communicants leading to the foot of the chancel, as prompted by an usher. 
 

Individual cups are available year-round, while the Common Cup is offered only during special services. 
 

White grape juice is available in the center of the tray with the individual cups for those who prefer not to 
have wine. 
 

Special Distribution:  
If you are unable to use the stairs to commune at the altar, please remain seated. A Communion assistant 
will come to you (either at the bottom of the stairs or at your seat) and an usher will guide you as needed.
